Entry Requirements

of the higher average score in the examinations of entry, obtained by
their grade in written examinations (weighted 80%) and their score in the
interview (weighted 20%). One (1) scholar of IKY, succeeded in a relevant
examination for postgraduate studies, as well as one (1) foreign scholar of
the Greek state may also be accepted in the postgraduate programme.

A necessary entry requirement in the programme of postgraduate
studies is the sufficient knowledge of the English or French language
(Proficiency Univ. Of Cambridge or Univ. of Michigan or TOEFL or a certificate
of proficiency in English provided by the Ministry of Education or previous
studies in an English-speaking University) or for French (Dalf or Sorbonne
Il or previous studies in an French-speaking University). In case of absence
of the aforementioned language qualifications, the candidates should
participate in relevant written examinations.

In the programme of postgraduate studies in Criminology are accepted
graduates of Greek University Departments of Social Sciences as well as
graduates of Greek University Departments of related scientific fields or
graduates of equivalent foreign Universities. Eligible to apply are also the
graduates of Higher Technological Educational Institutes as long as they are
successful in oral examinations in particular undergraduate courses.
